You can't change anything in bones.ini/armor.ini/etc, because the settings are all client side. It
won't cause a version mismatch, the problem will be that people with CP2 would do less damage
to aircrafts where as people without CP2 would still do normal damage. If that was to happen a
large majority of people probably just wouldn't download CP2.

What WD suggested will work fine, some servers have already changed it in that way. The only
thing there is it's changing the entire armor type, not just the amount of damage one type of
projectile does to it.
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
