When | apply fog to the map, to drown out the draw distance in the
background, certain textures, specifically 101-concrete01.tga, lights up to the color of the fog and
looks HORRIBLE.

Here is a few screen shots to help me describe what is happening(The sides of the bridge is the
texture in question):
Normal, non-foggy map:

Added fog to the map (Note that you are able to kind of see the backdrop behind the bridge, but
yet you can't see the part of the bridge in question due to fog):

Less fog. You can clearly see the city in the background, but still a heavy amount of fog is over
the part of the bridge:
