You have to have a
decent aftermarket cooler, yes, but you must also be aware of your case's ambient temperature,
the temperature of the room that the machine is in, your PSU's power, etc. Basically, increase
your clocks little by little and see how stable your machine is. If it starts crashing or bluescreening,
clock it back down.
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
