Well, if you have less cars on the roads, they are less often involved in traffic jams, so the air gets
cleaner. Another argument is that it's easier to fit a lot of bicycles on the road than a lot of cars,
and that the road safety for cyclists and pedestrians increases with less cars on the road. A cyclist
crashing into another cyclist or pedestrian will have less severe injuries than when a car crashes
into a cyclist or pedestrian.

Edit: 
I got to mention that I know of only two countries in which bicycling feels rather safe: Denmark and
the Netherlands. Motorists in these countries are used to people on bicycles and are more aware
of the potential dangers I think.
