Even though she's grown up,
she is still scary. As soon as you encounter her, you sight blurs and everything turns
red/orange/black. This does not necessarily mean you are going to encounter her, but still.
Sometimes she will just appear in front of you. You walk towards her and *woosh* she's gone. But
Alma can smell you, she wants you dead, so she will try anything to kill you. For example, I
opened a door, there she was jumping towards me and grabbing me by the throat. And  yes, that
scares the crap out of you.
